Blocks:    In the block center I’m developing math concepts and motor skills.  I’m also learning 
how to share and work with my friends.  I may use these skills as an architect or builder when I 
grow up. 
 
Library:    In the library center I’m learning to love books and I’m practicing my reading skills. 
 
Art:    The art center gives me the opportunity to develop my creativity and express myself.  As I 
experiment and have fun, I’m also developing social skills and small muscles.
